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INTRODUCTION

Tiffin Calvert High School continues its association with the Midland Athletic League.

The Senecas, a member of the Sandusky Bay Conference for a total of 22 years, had recorded
twenty-eight various conference championships during their tenure, including two State titles in
Football (1980, 1981) and one in Golf (1976).

Currently in their 22nd year of competition in the MAL, the Senecas own twenty-six total MAL
Championships in:

CALVERT HIGH SCHOOL LEAGUE HISTORY

Interscholastic athletic competition at Tiffin Calvert began in the fall of 1924 with the school!s
first football team. New at athletics, it was not until the 1930-31 school year that Calvert
entered league competition, becoming a member of the newly formed Northwestern Parochial
Conference. The NPC was composed of ten Catholic high schools: Bellevue St. Mary!s,
Delphos St. John, Fostoria St. Wendelin, Fremont St. Joe, Fremont St. Ann, Lima St. John,
Lima St. Rose, Norwalk St. Paul, Ottawa Sts. Peter and Paul and Tiffin Calvert. Calvert won
NPC crowns in football and basketball during their brief two-year tenure.

At the close of the 1931-32 school year, representatives of six high schools-Carey, Crestline,
Fostoria St. Wendelin, Norwalk St. Paul, Upper Sandusky and Tiffin CalvertN met to form a new
league. Each of the six schools decided to take its nickname from one of the many Indian
tribes which roamed this part of the state in the early history of Ohio. Calvert selected the name
OSenecas.OThe newly formed league, League of Six Nations (LSN), would stay intact until
1940. In its eight seasons of existence, the Senecas won five football and one boys! basketball
title.



At the beginning of the 1940-41 school year, and for a period of 18 years, Calvert participated in
interscholastic athletics as an independent before becoming a member of the Sandusky Bay
Conference for the first time in the 1958-59 school year. The Senecas already had a full slate
of football and basketball games for the 1958-59 school year, so baseball was the only sport in
which Calvert was officially an SBC member during that school year. Coincidentally, that
particular season was the first in which baseball was a varsity sport at Calvert. During the first
8 years that Calvert remained in the SBC, the school!s athletic teams registered three football
and five baseball crowns. Following the 1965-66 school year, Calvert was forced to leave the
conference because of a now rescinded rule known as the OTwo For One Rule.O It stated that if
a school had two times the amount of boys as the smallest conference school, it was forced to
withdraw.

Calvert remained an independent team for a period of six years before re-entering the SBC in
the 1972-73 school year. After fourteen more years of competition, the Senecas closed
affiliation with the SBC. Calvert athletics produced twenty more SBC titles during that span.

In the fall of 1986, Calvert athletics entered into the Midland Athletic League. Charter members
of the new league included: Bettsville, Hopewell-Loudon, New Riegel, North Baltimore, Old Fort,
Seneca East, and St. Wendelin. Joining with Calvert before the 1986-87 school year was
Fremont St. Joe. Mohawk and Carey joined beginning the 1990-91 school year. Through the
2007-08 school year, the MAL has maintained the same eleven teams for a streak of 18 years.

HISTORY OF CALVERT HOME SPORTING EVENTS

Football

The Calvert Senecas played their first varsity football game on November 1, 1924 at Rhodes Field, and played
their home games there for a span of 16 seasons. This is present day Apple Jack Park on Tiffin’s north side. Tiffin
Stadium was built on Charlotte Street during the Great Depression, by the Works Progess Administration (WPA),
in the years of 1939 and 1940. In the fall of 1940, the Senecas played their first home game there and have
continued ever since. After 59 years of play, the stadium underwent major renovations before the 1999-2000
school year. Field turf was installed for the playing surface in place of the natural grass. The large capacity also
contributed to great atmospheres for high school football. The original structure was refurbished and several
monuments were added near the north entrance as well. A brand-new, state-of-the-art scoreboard also was
installed behind the south end zone, as well as a brand new press box. All of these changes made the stadium very
capable to hold state playoff games, even the State-Semifinals. The name of the stadium was now officially
known as Frost-Kalnow Stadium at National Machinery Field, for the incredible support of those three groups in
the renovation project. The Senecas greeted their beautifully renovated field with a perfect regular season home
record (5-0) in 1999. It also was the first time ever that the school played its own first round playoff game at
home. From 1998-2000, the Senecas did not lose a home game (15-0), and from 1998-2002 (5 seasons), the
Seneca football team was defeated at home only two times, a mark that includes four seasons without a loss. Since
then, the Senecas have won two more games it hosted in the first round of the playoffs, and has yet to lose a single
one. During the 2005 and 2006 football seasons, the 1980 and 1981 back-to-back State Championship teams were
honored for their 25-year anniversaries. The Senecas’ soccer teams also play all of its home competitions in Frost-
Kalnow at National Machinery Field. The stadium always seems to have crowds, as Columbian High School, as
well as Tiffin University and Heidelberg College put this remarkable stadium to use.

Basketball

The construction of the St. Joseph Auditorium on Melmore Street began in 1925. The gym was dedicated on
October 24, 1926. Soon after its dedication, the Senecas started to play its home games there in the first official
season of Calvert boys' basketball (1926-27). They continued playing home games there for a span of 27 seasons.
In time for the 1953-54 school year, the current gymnasium at Calvert High School was completed. The first
boys' basketball team to play its home games on their own court greeted the Seneca supporters with a 17-3 finish
under Karl Zalar. The Senecas continue to play their home games at that location. Over a half-century later, the
gymnasium itself, although aging, is still in great condition and gives the Senecas a distinct home-court advantage
with its close proximity walls and rowdy home fans who literally sit right on top of the action. The 2002-03
season marked the 50-year anniversary of the Calvert High School gymnasium. That season, the Seneca boys
started a streak of three consecutive seasons where they did not lose a home game in the MAL. From the 1998-99
season until the 2004-05 season (7 seasons total), the Seneca boys lost a total of just ten home games, including
three seasons without a single defeat. Midway through the 2007-08 season (the 55th season of having home
basketball games at Calvert High School), two brand new high-tech scoreboards were installed, the first kind of
those particular models in the entire state of Ohio. The girls' basketball team also plays its home games there.
Home volleyball and wrestling matches also put fans in the bleachers.

Baseball and Softball

Before the 1962-63 school year, the Paul Miletti field house on Charlotte Street was finished. This marked the first
time that Calvert High School had the field house in its present location on Charlotte Street, moving from Apple
Jack Park on Tiffin’s north side. The football team was now able to practice just down the road from its home
stadium, as well as the baseball and softball teams having a brand-new building in which to dress and house its
equipment. The baseball field at the corner of Charlotte and 4™ Street is named Zip Zalar Field in honor of the
Senecas’ first baseball coach, Karl “Zip” Zalar, who has the most victories in Calvert Baseball history. The
Senecas have played their home games at Zip Zalar Field since the program started in the spring of 1959. Across
the street is the softball field, which is named Ted Rombach Field. This commemorates the Lady Senecas’ first
ever softball coach who led the team to 200 victories in just 12 seasons at the helm. The Lady Senecas have also
played their home games at the present location since the program began in the spring of 1982. The field house




was named Paul Miletti Field House, in honor of the legendary coach and avid Calvert supporter who led the
Senecas to numerous championships as the head coach of football and golf, and was instrumental in starting (and
leading) the Seneca wrestling program in 1964-65.

FOOTBALL HISTORY

Aloysius OWishyO Kramer began as the first coach in 1924 and later established a football
dynasty which spanned 21 years. The first football season consisted of four games, and
Kramer relinquished the reigns to Alfred Meier, coming back in the 1929 season. While the
Northwestern Parochial Conference was short-lived, Calvert took the final football crown in
1931, recording ten consecutive victories and became the number one scoring team in the
state, running up a total of 387 points. Those 10 victories (against just one loss) stood as the
most in Calvert history for 49 years. In 1932, the Senecas took the first of five LSN football
crowns. Kramer finished his distinguished football career with a record of 110-52-7, the
winningest coach in Calvert history to date. In 1949, Karl OZipO Zalar took over the football
coaching duties for nine years, producing a 8-1 record in 1953. As the 1959-60 school year
opened, Calvert became a new member of the SBC. Coach Paul Miletti, with one season under
his belt, greeted the SBC with three strong teams which took league titles in 1959, 1961 and
1965. The "59 crown was shared with St. Joe while Calvert won the others outright. Coach
Miletti!ls 1961 squad posted the first undefeated season in Calvert football history, logging a 9-0-
1 record and nabbing 19th spot in the state ratings. Their 9 victories was the most at Calvert in
30 years. The second undefeated season came in 1965 when the Senecas posted a 7-0-2
record under Miletti. Gene Nara took over for 2 seasons when Miletti stepped down after the
1967 season, posting a 15-4-1 record. He was followed by Peter Veneziano for one year and
David Hartman for two years. Frank Savarese guided the first football team back in the SBC in
1973, and Roger OBuzzO Kirkhart began his first season at the helm in 1974. After losing in the
State Semi-Finals in 1979, the next two seasons were ones for the ages. Kirkhart produced two
STATE CHAMPIONSHIPS in 1980 and 1981, and five consecutive SBC titles from 1977 to
1981. The 1980 State Championship team set the record for wins in a season with 11, only to
break its own record by winning 12 during the next State Championship team the following year.
Kirkhart is responsible for two of the three Calvert High School State Championships in all
sports. He also had seven consecutive winnings seasons, the most in history. Kirkhart also
overtook OWishyO Kramer with the best winning percentage in Calvert history (.667). This is still
the highest ever. Bob Olwin replaced the legendary Kirkhart in 1985 and produced an MAL title
and regional qualifier in 1986, finishing as regional runner-up. Terry Mark took over the reigns
in 1989, producing a 7-3 slate in 1991. After six seasons, Mark resigned and Toby Hammond
took over in 1995. In 1998, Hammond!s fourth year, the Senecas went 10-0 in the regular
season, to become the first undefeated/untied team in Calvert Football history. They won their
first MAL title since 1986 (2" overall), were rated 4th in the AP poll, won the regional title, and
reached the final four in the state playoffs, where they lost to eventual state champ Delphos St.
John!s. The 1998 Senecas also finished 12-1, tying the record for most wins in a season.
Coach Hammond took home the Ohio Division IV Coach of the Year award. In 1999, the
Senecas again went 12-1, 10-0 regular season, with a second straight outright MAL
Championship. Calvert was ranked #2 in the final AP Poll, before a regional runner-up finish.

In 2000, Calvert finished 7-4, won its third straight MAL Championship, and went to the playoffs
for the third time in as many years. In 2001, the Senecas finished the season 9-3 and made the




playoffs for the fourth straight year. In 2002, Calvert finished the season 10-3, won the MAL
title for the fourth time in five seasons, and made it to the regional finals. This was its fifth trip in
a row to the playoffs, and tenth appearance in school history. The 10 wins in 2002 also was
just the sixth time in school history this feat has been accomplished. Toby Hammond resigned
after nine seasons and the following accomplishments: first ever undefeated/untied season, 66-
36 record, and 4 of the school!s 5 MAL titles. Pat Herron took over in 2004 finishing the season
3-7. Pat Herron stepped down after the 2005 season finishing the season 5-5. Keenan Leichty
was hired to replace Herron for the 2006 season. He guided the Senecas to a 6-4 record in the
2007 season.

GOLF HISTORY

Golf began as a sport at Calvert in the Spring of 1961 under the direction of Coach Joe Kukoy.
Kukoy led the program for seven years. David Hartman coached the team from 1971-73, and
during Rick Bean!s two years at the helm (1974-1975), Golf switched from Spring to a Fall
sport. Bean produced a 3rd in the District finish in 1974 and 8th in the District in 1975. In 1976,
Zip Zalar stepped in for one year as Golf coach. All the Senecas did in that year was win the
SBC, Sectional, District and STATE CHAMPIONSHIP. Rick Steiner was also the STATE
MEDALIST on that State Title Team. In 1977, Paul Miletti came onto the scene as coach and
did so for thirteen years, producing a 7th place finish in the district in 1978. Four seasons later
(1982), he coached the team to their second ever SBC championship, along with the sectional
and district championship. The Senecas finished 5th in the State and also set the school record
for most wins in a season with 24. This record still stands today. In 1986, Miletti!s Senecas
won the MAL title. Rick Demith took over when Miletti stepped down in 1990, and coached for
two seasons. Andy Altenburger took the reigns in 1992 and coached through 1994. Troy Felter
took over for the 1995 season. Scott Brickner became the head coach of the Seneca golfers
beginning in 1996, and continues in that post. Under the direction of Scott Brickner, Chris Hall
was the MAL League Medalist in 2001, with Joel Ardner following suit as MAL Medalist in 2006.
During Brickner!s tenure, the golf program has celebrated its 400" program victory, and
heading into his 13" year as the Seneca Golf Coach in 2008, Brickner has now tied Miletti for
longest tenure as a coach in Calvert Golf History. Coach Brickner has also compiled a 62-32
MAL record since he became head coach (.660 winning percentage). With the exception of
Fremont St. Joseph, the Senecas have a winning record against every other MAL school since
Brickner!s hiring. The Seneca Golfers are looking for their eighth consecutive winning season
in 2008.

VOLLEYBALL HISTORY

Volleyball got its start in the 1974-75 school year under Coach Mary Landon, with Maureen
Garrett following for two seasons beginning in the fall of 1975. Sue Phillips took over in 1977
and won the school's first sectional title. Bob Daniel took over for Phillips in 1979, and won the
sectional title in his first year as well. Just two seasons later, in 1981, Daniel led the Lady
Senecas to their first and only SBC title, first ever district crown, and furthest advance in school
history. The Lady Senecas! magical run to the regional finals, while finishing as regional
runner-up, is still the furthest tournament advance in school history. Daniells team also finished
his final season at the helm with a 22-2 record, still the highest winning percentage (.917) in
Calvert volleyball history. Jodi Cavalier followed for one year in the 1982 season, and picked
up right where Daniel left off, netting a sectional and district crown, the program!s second in a
row. She also matched the previous year!s win total with a record of 22-4. This would be the
most wins at Calvert for 18 seasons. Tammy Kirchner then took over, winning sectional crowns
in her only two seasons, 1983 and 1984. Kirchner!s 1984 sectional championship marked the
fourth in a row for the program, and sixth in the past eight seasons. She stepped down after
the 1984 season. Ted Rombach coached for two years (1985-86), and Theresa Ardner had the
reigns from 1987-89. Ardner left after 1989 and Lori Black was named head coach in 1990.
She brought back the Lady Senecas! winning ways. Black captured a sectional title during the
1991 season, in just her second year as head coach. The following season, in 1992, Black
guided the Lady Senecas to their first and only MAL title, while also winning the sectional once
again, and finishing as district runner-up. Their 21-2 record was the most wins in ten years.
Black gave up the volleyball duties to Lisa Lucius after the 1995 season. Lucius! first year
(1996) brought a NWOCSA title. She then guided the Lady Senecas to a sectional title in 1997.
The Lady Senecas won the NWOCSA once again in 1998, along with the school!s tenth
sectional title and a final record of 21-3. In 1999, Calvert won their second consecutive
NWOCSA title and finished the season at a 17-5 clip. The 2000 season brought even more
success. The Lady Senecas won their third consecutive NWOCSA title (fourth in five seasons),
and set the record for the most wins in one season, with a 23-3 record. Two seasons later,
after the 2002 season, Lucius resigned and Michele Kennedy was promoted from junior varsity
coach to the head coach for the 2003 season. Kennedy stepped down as coach after the 2004
season and Kristine Lotycz was hired as the new head coach for the 2005 season. Coach
Lotycz guided the Lady Senecas to a 14-6 record, before resigning after her only season to take
a head coaching position at Fremont Ross. Pam Hart was named the head coach for the 2006
season and led the team to a 16-7 record. She continues in that post after 2 seasons.

GIRLS! TENNIS HISTORY

Girls! Tennis began in 1965 under Coach Elaine MacFarland who posted five undefeated
seasons in seven attempts. Sr. John Paul followed with two years, while Mary Landon headed
one. Kathleen Koester began her first year at the helm in 1975 and produced the first girls!
league championship (SBC) in 1976 when the sport moved from a spring season to the fall.
Two seasons later, the Lady Senecas won the SBC once again in Koester!s final year as head
coach. This 1978 title marked the final league title that would be won in the SBC. Sr. John
Paul returned to head duties for one season in 1979. Elaine MacFarland-Dayton returned in
1980 and stepped down after the 1985 season. Louise Pardi took over in 1986 and was the
head coach for a total of five seasons. The 1988 season was her best, as three of her players
were regional qualifiers. Dave Kimmet replaced Pardi in 1991 and continues in that post. In his
first season the Lady Senecas went 13-2, breaking the record for most wins in a season.
Kimmet!s 1994 squad (14-3) broke his own record for wins in a season. The Lady Senecas
then took their first NWOCSA crown in 1996 and were undefeated in 1997 (14-0) for the first
time in 24 years. The 14 victories tied the mark of the 1994 team. Kimmet was not done yet.
Following the perfect season in 1997, Kimmet!s teams won five more NWOCSA titles in the
next eight seasons, including three in a row from 1998-2000. The 2005 NWOCSA title marked
the sixth one in 10 seasons. The 2006 season was the first time in the history of the program in
which a player received all-Ohio honors. Emma Haley was named second team all-Ohio.
Kimmet continues to coach both Boys and Girls Tennis.

BOYS! BASKETBALL

BOYS! BASKETBALL HISTORY

The first Calvert Boys! basketball team opened play in the 1926-27 school year, coached by
Wishy Kramer. Kramer!s basketball career at Calvert ran uninterrupted for 23 years. Kramer
produced a sectional title in 1930-31. The following season brought an NPC title. Two seasons
later he brought home the school!s first and only LSN title in the 1933-34 season. He compiled
a record of 139-191, the winningest coach in Calvert history for forty-eight years. In 1949-50
Karl OZipO Zalar took over for Kramer and coached for eight years. The 19534 basketball
season was an historic one. The Senecas played their home games in the current gymnasium
at Calvert High School for the first time. Zalar!s squad also posted a 17-3 record which stood
for 35 years as the best in Calvert history. Zalar stepped down in 1957, replaced by Joe Kukoy.
Kukoy, in a six year span at the helm, produced one SBC co-championship in 1961-62, only to
have the title erased as the Senecas were found guilty of using an ineligible player in a game.
However, the Senecas still were able to recover and take the sectional title that same season.
Kukoy stepped down in 1963, turning over the chores to Robert Leahy. Coach Leahy handled
the position for six seasons, followed by Gene Nara for one season. Opening the 1970-71
season, Charles Ellis held the head position for 4 years, producing a sectional championship in
1972-73, and a sectional title and district runner-up in 1973-74. Mike Ingram took over the next
three seasons, winning the league crown in his first year and posting another SBC title, along
with a sectional title two years later (1976-77). John WIlliams opened his first season in 1977-
78, stepping down in 1979, after a sectional titte. Tom Bridinger took over the reigns in the
1979-80 season, winning the sectional championship and advancing to the district finals where
the Senecas lost to eventual Class A state champion Sandusky St. Mary. Bridinger!s first team
finished the season with a record of 16-6. He also won his second sectional title during the
1981-82 season. Tony Mass became head coach in 1985-86 season, which was also Calvert!s
final year competing in the SBC. He produced his first sectional crown in 1987-88. The
Senecas recorded Calvert!s 500th win vs. Old Fort on December 28, 1988. Also in 1988-89,
Calvert went 22-2 under Coach Mass, capturing the MAL crown, sectional and first ever district
championship, along with a 13th ranking in the state polls. This was the first regional
appearance in Calvert basketball history. That squad overtook Zalar!s with the most wins in a
season. That record still stands, tied with the 1999-2000 team. During the 1996-97 season,
Mass recorded his 140th win at Calvert, replacing Wishy Kramer as the winningest coach in
Calvert Boys! Basketball history. The following season the Senecas won their first sectional title
in nine seasons. The Senecas also took the MAL Title (10-0) in 1998-99, with a state ranking of
11th. Inthe 1999-00 season, the Senecas recorded their second straight MAL title, tied the all-
time win record with a slate of 22-3, took their second District title and were as high as 3rd in
the AP Poll, advancing to the Regional Finals. Calvert also took the trophy as the Toledo
Blade!s top Division IV team and the Fostoria areals Team of the Year. In the 2000-01 season,
the Senecas posted a 12-9 record and won its third straight MAL crown under Mass. 2001-02
brought a sectional championship and district runner-up. The 2002-03 season was one for the
history books. Calvert finished the season 20-0, the first undefeated season in school history,
finishing number one in the Division IV AP state poll and 10-0 in the MAL winning the league for



the fifth time, ending the season 21-1. This rates as the best-ever winning percentage (.955).
The Senecas also brought home the trophy for the Toledo Blade!s top Division IV team, as well
as the Fostoria areal!s Team of the Year. Coach Mass was named Division IV!s Coach of the
Year. In 2003-04, the Senecas finished the season 15-9, 8-2 in the MAL (6™ Title), winning the
sectional, district and participating in regionals at BGSU. The 2004-05 Senecas finished the
season 20-5, 9-1 and MAL champs for the 7™ time, also winning sectional and district titles and
finishing as Regional runners up at BGSU. This squad won back-to-back District Titles for the
first time in history. This also tied the 1999-00 team for the farthest advance in tournament.
After the 2004-05 season, Tony Mass stepped down as the head coach after twenty years of
service and a record of 278-166. He is the winningest coach in Calvert Boys Basketball history.
He finished with nine sectional titles, seven MAL crowns and four district championships. He
also is the winningest boys! coach in MAL history with a record of 137-61. For the 2005-06
season Ted Willman, longtime assistant to Coach Mass, was hired as the head coach. Willman
produced Calvert!s 17th sectional title in 2006-07. In 2007-08, the Senecas finished 10-0 in the
MAL for the third time, winning their 8" Title. This squad was the seventh MAL team to win all
ten of its league games. Their overall record was 17-5, and they became the seventh Calvert
team to win 17 or more games. The 2007-08 season also marked the 55" consecutive season
in which the Senecas have played their home games in the current gymnasium.

GIRLS! BASKETBALL HISTORY

Girls! Basketball got its start in the 1925-26 school year, and was a varsity sport for three years
before being dropped from the curriculum. In those early years, Hildegarde Fleck was coach.
The sport re-entered the curriculum in 1973-74 under Coach Mary Landon for one year.
Kathleen Koester took over head duties in 1974-75. Mike Cool became head coach for one
year in the 1979-80 season, producing the school!s first ever sectional championship. Steve
Zirger took over from 1980-86, producing three sectional championships, the school!s first and
only district title, and a regional runner-up finish in 1982-83. This team!s 20-3 record rates as
the best ever. The Senecas! advance to the regional finals is also the furthest tournament
advance in school history. Ted Rombach took over in mid-season for Zirger in 1986-87 and
won the sectional title during his inaugural year. He continued until stepping down after the
1988-89 season. Jim Welty was named head coach for the 1989-90 season and handled the
chores for one season. Andy Altenburger was appointed to the position in 1990-91, taking the
school!s sixth sectional crown in 1991-92. After Altenburger!s four seasons, Jim Kuhn was
named Head Coach before the 1994-95 season. By far Kuhn!s best season was his 1998-99
Lady Senecas, who finished the year 18-3. After seven years as the head coach, Jim Kuhn
hung up his whistle with a 93-58 record. Rob Ritzler took over before the 2001-2002 season.
Coach Ritzler!s fourth and final season was also his best. In 2004-05, the team finished tied for
2nd in the MAL and ended the year with a 16-6 record. Jeremy Bliss was hired to follow coach
Ritzler for the 2005-06 season and did so until the end of the 2006-07 season. Calvert hired
Paul Jones before the 2007-08 season to lead the Lady Senecas.

WRESTLING HISTORY

Wrestling became a Varsity sport as the 1964-65 school year opened, and posted an
abbreviated 2-4 record that first year under Coach Paul Miletti. It has remained a varsity sport
since. After the 1976-77 season, Coach Miletti stepped down and Roger Kirkhart took over.
Kirkhart coached for three seasons, with Robert Daniel coming in for two from 1980-82.
Kirkhart returned for one year in 1982-83, giving way to Kevin Wise in 1983-84. Wise coached
for five seasons, with Mike Kaucher taking over the post before the 1988-89 season. Kaucher
resigned at the end of the 1994-95 season after a tenure of seven seasons, and Cory Weaver
was named Head Coach for 1995-96. He resigned after one season. Buster Vcelka took over
the Seneca program on the mat for the 1996-97 and 1997-98 seasons. Ben Schlagheck
coached Calvert Wrestling for the 1998-99 season, with Bill McGough taking over for 1999-01.
In 2001-02 the program was taken over by Calvert alumni Matt Coleman who coached through
the 2005-06 season. In 2004 the team had multiple state qualifiers for the first time in school
history. Success in wrestling had arrived. In Colemanl!s fifth and final season, the 2005-06
team finished 19-0 in dual meets, and had eleven district qualifiers and two state qualifiers.
Matt Coleman resigned after the record-breaking season and Mike Steyer was hired as the
head coach. Coach Steyer took the Seneca wrestlers to new heights of success. His first
season of 2006-07, he took the Senecas to its first ever league and sectional titles. He then
picked up the following year with the same competitiveness, as Calvert again won the MAL and
sectional titles in 2007-08. Furthermore, he coached the team to a 21-10 record, which is the
most wins in the 44-year history of the program. Steyer continues to build the wrestling
program as coach of the Senecas.

Baseball opened in the spring of 1959 with Karl Zalar as the first coach. During the seven
years in conference competition, Zalar!s teams dominated the SBC, producing five league titles
along with one sectional title and two district runner-up positions. Just after winning his sixth
SBC crown, Zalar stepped down in the spring of 1976 after 18 consecutive years at the helm.
Mike Ingram and John Williams followed him for 2-year stints each. Williams won two sectional
titles in as many years, in 1979 and 1980. Opening the spring of 1981, Joe Zirger took over as
head coach for three seasons. Zirger!s clubs produced 2 sectional championships and the
school!s seventh and final SBC crown in 1983. OZipO returned for one final season (1984) after
Zirger. All he did was produce the most wins in Calvert Baseball history (16) at the time. This
record would stand alone for 16 years. Zalar finished as the winningest baseball coach in
Calvert history, with a record of 158-94. Mike Brickner started the 1985 season and coached
through 1987. Howard Stultz Il took over in 1988 and produced five sectional championships in
nine seasons. Stultz resigned at the end of the 1996 season. Rick Demith assumed the post in
1997, taking a sectional title and a first-ever district title in 1998. Following this was another
sectional and a second consecutive district title in 1999. In 2000, the Senecas took the
sectional and district again, their third consecutive district crown. They also finished as regional
runner-up, the farthest a Calvert team has ever advanced in the tourney. Demith stepped down
following the 2002 campaign with a career record of 84-61. Matt Coleman stepped in and
continued right where Demith left off. In the 2003 season, the Senecas won the sectional title,
their fourth district title in school history, and finished the season 16-10. The 16 wins tied for
the most wins at the time. The Senecas finished the 2004 season with their first ever MAL
championship, while also breaking the record for wins in a season at a 17-3-1 clip. In 2005, the
Senecas finished 2nd in the MAL, and yet again set a school record for wins in a season, at 19-
6. This record still stands. Coleman!s fourth and final year produced a second MAL title, and
the schoolls 5" district championship in the past nine seasons. Brett Green took over as head
coach for the 2007 season and guided the Senecas to a 12-10 record. David Larocco was
hired in place of Green for the 2008 season. Larocco resigned during the season, with the
Senecas at 5-11; longtime assistant coach Mike Hart took the team the rest of the way.

SOFTBALL HISTORY

Softball began in the spring of 1982 with Ted Rombach as the head coach. Rombach coached
for 12 seasons, and had one of the best runs in Calvert sports history. He compiled an
outstanding record of 200-49, an incredible winning percentage of .803. Included in the
accomplishments of Rombach!s program are: Eight straight league championships from 1985-
92, the last six being in the MAL,; eight sectional titles, and five district crowns (including four in
a row). Success came instantly upon his arrival in the dugout. His first season brought a
sectional and district championship and a 14-3 record. During that eight-year stretch (1985-92),
Rombach also set the record for wins in a season, going 23-2 in 1985 and 23-3 in 1988. The
1986 team finished 19-1, setting the record for highest winning percentage in a season (.950).
The 1987 squad was regional runners-up, the only appearance in the regional championship
game in school history and furthest advance by any softball team in the tournament. His teams
also won 20 or more games in one season four different times during his tenure. Rombach
stepped aside for Cathy Smith before the 1994 season. Smith coached for two seasons,
resigning after the 1995 year. Steve Kovacs guided the program for the 1996 season. Bob
Grothaus took over in 1997. After five seasons, Bob Grothaus resigned in 2001, and Bill Snyder
took over in 2002. Snyder resigned after the 2002 season and Deanna Schubach became the
head coach before the 2003 season. In Schubach!s second season (2004), the Lady Senecas
won the sectional championship for the first time in 12 years, and finished the season 18-4 as
district runners-up. Schubach!s third season as head coach produced a final record of 17-5
record and a 2nd place finish in the MAL. Mark Hayes replaced Schubach after the 2006
season. In his inaugural season, Coach Hayes guided the Lady Senecas to their 10" sectional
title in school history. Hayes continues as head softball coach.

BOYS TENNIS HISTORY

Calvert officially added Tennis to the sports curriculum in 1969, and in the spring of 1973,
recorded the first SBC championship in league tennis under Coach Jack OSparkyO Anderson.
Anderson took a total of 4 SBC titles in five seasons. Sparky continued in that post until his
sudden death in 1987. Dave Kimmet took over in 1987, and in 1990 his team recorded the
schoolls first ever undefeated boys tennis season with a mark of 17-0. This still stands as the
most wins in school history. Kimmet!s squad duplicated the mark in 1993 with another
undefeated season (14-0). Just two seasons later, the Senecas captured the NWOCSA in
1995, and again in 2003. He continues in this highly successful program.

Track and Field became a full varsity sport in the 1989-90 school
year under Flechtner!s guidance. Terry Mark took over as head coach before the 1991 season,
and Kelly Kirkhart directed the squad for two years from 1992-93, producing a district runner-up
finish for the girls! team in 1992. Bob Stover took over the program before the 1994 season.
Stover resigned in 1995 to work the Olympics in Atlanta. Stewart Behm took over the program
thereafter, producing a district title for the boys in 1998, and a STATE CHAMPION in the boys!
4 X 400 relay. In 2001 the Girls track won the MAL and sent five participants to state. That
same year, the girls won NWOCSA and the boys sent one to the State tournament. The girls
won their second consecutive NWOCSA title in 2002. Coach Behm continues into his 13"
season as both the head boys and head girls track coach.

Nathan Coffman took over as the head swim coach. Atthe end of the 2000-01 swim season
Nathan Coffman stepped down and Jeremy Dreger took over the team in 2001. In 2002 Calvert
had only three swimmers competing for Calvert hence, Calvert did not fund a team. The three
swimmers swam for SAC (Seneca Aquatic Club) was coached by Peggy Ewald. In 2004,
Calvertls lone swimmer was Samantha Ritzler. In the 2004-05 season Samantha Ritzler was a
state qualifier and did so again in the 2005-06 and 2006-07 seasons as well.
