_ this week and | received quite a history lesson! Harold was
* born August 4, 1909, celebrating his 100th birthday last

. month. He was a member of the first graduating class of
Calvert High School in 1927. After graduation, Harold
went to work in the engineering department at National
Machinery where he retired in 1972 after 45 years. While
at Calvert, Harold was on the Calvert News Staff, serving
as editor-in-chief, and the Calvertana Staff. He was class
president and played fullback on the football team. Harold
stated that he loved everything about Calvert and still loves
Calvert today. "It meant everything to me and | felt fortu-
nate to be able to attend Calvert.”

Harold explained that the Ursuline girls school agreed to
allow the girls to attend school with the boys and this is
how Calvert was born. He told how Mother Liguori, the
head of the girls school, made it clear that the boys and girls would not have co-ed classes. Furthermore, Harold explained with a
giggle, the girls were dismissed 20-30 minutes before the boys so they would be off the school grounds when the boys were dis-
missed.

Harold shared many interesting facts about his life including how they used slates and slate pencils in grade school before tablets
and pencils were available. He still has his slate. He talked about his grandpa's horse and buggy and the flood that hit when he
was four years old in 1913. He remembered how the flood divided Tiffin into the north and south because all the bridges except
the railroad bridge were washed away. Someone had come up with the idea to put loaded coal cars end to end on the railroad
bridge and the weight from the coal cars prevented the bridge from being washed away. Harold was glad he lived on the south
side of the river where there were seven theatres at the time.

While in high school, the principal, Fr. Anthony Gallagher, got Harold and some of the other boys a job working on the railroad
with picks and shovels. They earned 35 cents per hour. Later he worked for the state highway and made 50 cents per hour which
felt like a gold mine at the time. He did a lot of babysitting and said he was usually paid 25 cents for an entire evening.

In 1934, Harold had fallen in love with Frances Welty and was going to get married until St. Joseph Church was struck by light-
ening, causing a fire that destroyed a good portion of the church. He did get married a year later and was married 51 years until
his wife's death in 1986. Harold and Frances have two sons, Robert and Charles, 15 grandchildren and several great-
grandchildren. Longevity runs in the Reinhart family with Harold's twin brother dying at age 92. His sister is 94 years old and he
had an uncle that lived to be 111.

Harold resides at St. Francis Villa in Green Springs where he is active playing Bingo and Poker, participating in craft activities
and enjoys outings to various places including going to Fremont for ice cream. The residents voted him "King of Hearts" on Val-
entine's Day and he proudly showed me his laminated certificate decorated with pink and red hearts. The mayor Green Springs
declared Harold's 100th birthday "Harold Reinhart Day." He enjoyed many festivities on the big occasion.

Harold has written a family history which he explained tool five years because the older family members weren't interested in
reminiscing about the past.

Harold's son took him to Heath, Ohio on August 29,2009 to visit his classmate Anna (Krupp) Cantrell who lives at Chapel Grove
Inn. She will celebrate her 100th birthday on October 25, 2009. They hadn't seen each other in 32 years.

After graduation, Anna moved to Toledo with her parents where she went to nursing school and received her RN degree. She
was married to Marcus Cantrell till his death in 1980. She has lived at Chapel Grove Inn for the past five years.

I thoroughly enjoyed my visit with Harold and would encourage family and friends to pay a visit also. He loves company and has
a wealth of information to share.
